Measuring acceleration using ticker tape

1. Cut the ticker tape into 10 interval sections

2. Place them in order

3. Measure the length of each section

4. Divide the length of each by 0.2 to get the average velocity

5. Calculate the difference in average velocity between two successive strips

6. Divide the difference by 0.2 to find the acceleration
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
